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1. Background
General
Esso Exploration & Production Guyana Limited (EEPGL) plans to put in place an enabling (no-commitment) agreement for provision of Medical and Occupational Health Lab Services.
ExxonMobil is the operator of the Stabroek, Canje and Kaieteur Blocks offshore Guyana and operates an office in Georgetown, with numerous ongoing exploration and development operations offshore. EEPGL has made 16 discoveries since May 2015 and begun production in December 2019 from the Liza Phase 1 development. Below is a summary of ExxonMobil projects.

Liza Phase 1 Project

· The Liza Phase 1 development is approximately 190 kilometers offshore in water depths of 1,500– 1,900 meters.

· The project includes a floating production, storage and offloading (FPSO) vessel, Liza Destiny; designed to produce up to 120,000 barrels of oil per day, with storage capacity of up to 1.6 million barrels.

· There are four drill centers with 17 wells in total; eight oil producing wells, six water injection wells, and three gas reinjection wells.

Liza Phase 2 Project

· The development involves a second floating, production, storage and offloading vessel (FPSO), Liza Unity; designed to produce up to 220,000 barrels of oil per day.

· The development is similar to that of Liza phase 1 but with a total of six drill centers with approximately 30 wells, including 15 oil producing wells, nine water injection wells and six gas injection wells. Liza Phase 2 startup is expected in mid-2022.

Payara Project 

· ExxonMobil is working on the development of a potential third project, called Payara.

· The Payara development plan includes a floating production, storage and offloading (FPSO) vessel, named Prosperity; it is expected to produce 220,000 barrels per day.

· The development is similar to that of Liza phase 1 and 2, Payara will have up to 45 wells, including production wells, water injection wells and gas injection wells.

· The Payara development startup is expected as early as 2023.

The scope of this Request for Information (RFI) is to identify suppliers who can provide Medical and Occupational Health Lab Services to EEPGL as follows:
The ICE package shall consist of the following scopes. Scopes may be awarded to one vendor or multiple vendors depending on technical capabilities. 

Scope of Work Summary:

· Services will be required in offshore locations only. Lab samples will be analyzed at provider’s onshore facility. 
Industrial Hygiene
· To provide Industrial Hygiene laboratory services.
· Will require sampling - air, wipe, bulk, and associated analysis including: 
· Air, hydrocarbons, metals, dusts, fibers, gases, inorganic and organic chemicals in accordance with international and company requirements and standards.
Potable Water
· To provide Potable Water testing services in accordance with international and company requirements and standards.
Food Analysis

· To provide food sample analysis and testing services in the event of a foodborne illness event in accordance with international and company requirements and standards.
2. Objective
This Request for Information (RFI) seeks detailed commercial and technical information from suppliers for meeting EEPGL's bid selection requirements for Medical and Occupational Health Lab Services in Georgetown, Guyana.

This RFI has several objectives:

First, we may use responses from you and the other participants to validate and further develop our team’s recommendations for inclusion in the Request for Proposal (RFP) for Medical and Occupational Health Lab Services in Georgetown, Guyana.  The RFI process allows us to seek your input and develop a list of qualified bidders before structured bid rules take effect.
Second, the RFI process provides you an opportunity to begin developing your responses to some of the potential requirements if you are selected for the RFP.
Finally, EEPGL in its sole discretion, may divide the services described in this RFI and in a future RFP (Request for Proposal) into several enabling agreements that may be awarded to more than one bidder.

Please be aware that this RFI does not imply any commitment at this stage from EEPGL to acquire goods or services from any supplier.  All expenses or costs incurred by or for your firm as a result of your participation in the RFI and any subsequent RFP process shall be at your sole cost and expense.  Your participation in the RFI process does not guarantee an invitation to participate in an RFP process.

3.  Guyanese Content
ExxonMobil’s local content strategy is core to our business. Its elements are formally integrated into daily processes and procedures, and guides the way we work today and plan for tomorrow. 
Using a multi-tiered approach, we focus on building workforce and supplier capabilities in conjunction with strategic investments in the local community.  At ExxonMobil, this approach is called local content.

3.1
Contractor’s Duties

Contractor shall be responsible for the following local content requirements in addition to any local content requirements issued by a Guyanese governmental authority:
3.1.1
To support Buyer’s objectives of maximizing the use of Guyanese workers and suppliers, Contractor shall: 

a. Prepare and implement a program to maximize employment of Guyanese nationals (during the Work) having appropriate qualifications and necessary experience to conduct operations. 

b. Give preference to the following:

i. The purchase of Guyanese goods and materials, provided such goods and materials are available on a timely basis of the quality and in the quantity required by Contractor at competitive prices

ii. Utilization of Guyanese contractors insofar as they are commercially competitive and satisfy Contractor's financial and technical requirements and meet the requirements of Section 3.1.1.b.i.

c. Establish appropriate tender procedures for the acquisition of goods, materials, and services, which shall ensure that Guyanese contractors are given an adequate opportunity to compete for the supply of goods and services

d. Ensure that its subcontractors comply with the requirements contained in this section 3.1.1. 
3.1.2.
Steward Contractor and its subcontractors’ local content development progress in accordance with Contractor's local content plan (as described in 2.1.5).
3.1.3
Contractor shall provide local content reporting metrics using Buyer-provided template as it may be periodically revised by Buyer. 
3.1.4
Contractor should engage, and actively collaborate with, the Centre for Local Business Development. The Centre’s role is to facilitate communication between suppliers, contractors and subcontractors, with a goal to build the capacity of Guyanese small and medium enterprises. The Centre will maintain a Supplier Registration Portal and is able to provide lists of various Guyanese goods and services, for Contractor’s use. Buyer does not endorse or recommend any supplier listed on the Portal. As such, Contractor should perform appropriate due diligence on any supplier prior to use.
